26Then he said, “Let me go, for the 

day has broken.” But Jacob said, “I will not let you go unless you bless me.” 27And 

he said to him, “What is your name?” And he said, “Jacob.” 28Then he said, “Your 

name shall no longer be called Jacob, but Israel, for you have striven with God and 

with men, and have prevailed.” 29Then Jacob asked him, “Please tell me your 

name.”

 14As for you, continue in what you have learned and have firmly believed, 

knowing from whom you learned it 15and how from childhood you have been 

acquainted with the sacred writings, which are able to make you wise for salvation 

through faith in Christ Jesus.

6And the Lord said, “Hear what the 

unrighteous judge says. 7And will not God give justice to his elect, who cry to him 

day and night? Will he delay long over them? 8I tell you, he will give justice to them 

speedily.

NICENE CREED
